They share a brief moment of contemplative
silence. Suddenly, a muffled argument is heard from the upstairs neighbors.

MAN:
I'm trying to create art down here, you simpletons!

WOMAN crosses to the piano.

WOMAN begins to play the same bouncy tune man originally played.
Music cue - “Woman Plays Bouncy”

No, that’s too bouncy.
